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The Commonwealth Transportation Board (CTB) took an historic, long-overdue step of designating a new 
Northern Virginia North-South Corridor of Statewide Significance (CoSS) connecting Route 7 in Loudoun 
County and I-95 and Route 1 in Prince William County. As with previously designated CoSS, this new corridor 
is not about a single roadway or solution but will consist of a range of multi-modal choices including the long-
planned Bi-County and Tri-County Parkways as well as Virginia Railway Express, bus and other solutions. 

 

The resolution designating this new CoSS was introduced by CTB member Doug Koelemay (Northern       
Virginia), who along with Virginia Transportation Secretary Sean Connaughton and CTB members Gary 
Garczynski (Urban at-large) and Dr. James Davis (Staunton) were instrumental in the deliberations which   
resulted in final passage. 

  

Adoption of this resolution was also due in large part to the efforts of an 18-member Northern Virginia busi-
ness organization coalition along with members of Northern Virginia's legislative delegation, the Prince Wil-
liam County Board of Supervisors and other local elected officials. 

 

In testimony yesterday, the Alliance observed that-- 
 

The proposed corridor has been the subject of 50 years of state, regional and local studies, each of   

which documented the need for and benefits of new multi-modal capacity/connectivity and have involved 
extensive public input. 

The new CoSS designation process has generated substantial additional input. 

Opposition to this CoSS designation is largely ideological, parochial, political and NIMBYish, or the very 

forces the CTB was established to supersede. 

Other Virginia communities would welcome CoSS designation and erect statues to CTB mem-

bers.       Yet, in Northern Virginia some officials/interest groups throw stones, which is why the region is 
#1 in congestion. 

CoSS designation is not an end, but the beginning of a process to fully address all concerns and identify 

and advance the best solutions. 

Designation of the CoSS represents an important victory for responsible, multi-modal planning, improved 

mobility, economic sustainability and Washington Dulles International Airport and a set-back for the      
parochial and special interests that have impeded regional and statewide transportation for too long,

CTB Designates New Northern Virginia  

North -South Corridor of Statewide Significance  
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 Virginia Underground Damage Prevention Conference  

Virginia Beach, VA April 25 -28, 2011 

The Twelfth Annual Damage Prevention Conference was opened by Mr. Massoud 
Tahamtani, Director of the Division of Utility and Railroad Safety within the State Corpora-
tion Commission.  Following the presentation of the Colors and the National Anthem sung 
by Renee Salmon the program began 
in earnest.  The keynote speaker     
was Mr. Michael Shupp a retired      
marine who led the second invasion    
of Al Fallujah, Iraq and the parallels  
that he drew from a well executed    
military operation and the construction 
schedules, safety inspections and  
damage prevention of underground 
utilities were amazing.    
 
The conference was well attended by 
stake holders, SCC staff and vendors 
alike.  Following the keynote speaker 
the audience was presented the     
Damage Prevention progress report, 
the educational and outreach programs 
and the technology updates.  Additionally, ñdamage prevention ï an operatorôs perspectiveò 
and ñ3 D GIS and SUE ï proper excavation planningò was explained to mitigate costly      
delays once a project begins. 
 
The following ñBreakout Sessionsò dominated the remainder of the Conference:   
[1] Should Ticket Size and Scope Determine due Time? [2] Plumberôs Putty is Cheap,      

but Burying a Damage is not [3] Pipes Re-Authorization [4] Municipalities and Proactive 
Damage Prevention [5] Unable to Locate Lines ï What can be done [6] Electronic    
Manifests and Enhanced Locate Documentation [7] Abandoned Lines.

Lest one might think that this conference is all work and no play, at the reception, dinner, 
awards and entertainment ceremony the attendees were treated to a delicious meal as well 
as Ms. Lisa Mills, singer/songwriter (sponsored by S & N Communications) and comedian 
Mr. Todd Yohn. 
 
Each year the Damage Prevention Conference is better and better organized, better and 
better attended and volumes of information are disseminated by staff and vendors in        
attendance.  I highly recommend any and all contractors to attend next year and take away 
the experience, knowledge and contacts of industry friends. 



 

Our sister organization, HRUHCA (Hampton Roads Utility 
and Heavy Contractors AssociationðExecutive Director 
Jim Stepahin), has taken issue with VDOT having their 
Erosion and Sediment Control Class strictly taught by 
the VTCA (Virginia Transportation Construction Alliance 
(formerly the Road Builders Association)) as representing 
an impediment to their (HRUHCA) members. 

 

VDOT claims that only VTCA can ensure that the course is properly taught and that the VDOT     
certification results represents a professional credential.  One of the basic tenants of the HRUHCA 
argument is that VTCA does not offer sufficient classes on an annual basis to service the needs      
of their local members.  It is HRUHCAôs belief that they should be allowed to engage their own     
instructors to teach the standard VDOT curriculum. 

 

The HCCA Board of Directors has expressed support for the idea that the exclusive agreement    
between VDOT and VTCA to arrange and conduct the E&SC classes taught by VDOT instructors 
also represents an obstacle to those HCCA members that wish to obtain the certification.             
Historically, class offerings in Northern Virginia have been even less frequent that in Southern      
Virginia (recently offered once in the spring and once in the fall), and local members often have to 
travel to other parts of the state to take the class. 

 

HCCA feels that we too should be able to engage our own properly certified instructors to teach the 
E&SC classes out of our own facility in Manassas as a convenience for and service to our members. 

 

Before we can approach VDOT we need to have the best information we can get about the desires 
of our members and the size of the potential population that would take this class if offered locally by 
the HCCA.  To this end we ask that you send an email to les@hcca.net expressing your feelings 
about the E&SC classes and your thoughts on our approaching VDOT. 

 

Like many entrenched organizations, VDOT will not be easily swayed to change their practices of 
many years.  The only way to get them to consider making changes is to demonstrate the need of 
our members and their desire to take action.  Your feedback is very important if we are to make an 
attempt to improve this situation. 

 

VDOT Erosion and Sediment Control Class  
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Tisô the Season for Heat Related Illnesses 

OSHA is focusing on heat-related illnesses this week, launching 
a national initiative to educate workers on the hazards of    
working outdoors. According to its announcement, thousands  
of workers experience heat illness each year and over 30  
workers were killed last year by heat stroke. 

To assist employers and workers engaged in outdoor work, 
OSHA has published a Web page and other safety materials on 
the subject, like heat related safety posters. The page also has 
links to National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration 
(NOAA) weather alerts and NOAAôs Heat Watch page. 

According NOAAôs Heat Watch page, an average 1500 people in the U.S. die each year 
from excessive heat. The page also has interesting facts about the hazards of excessive 
heat and its affect on the human body. 

OSHA tips on how to beat the heat include the following:  

Drink water often 
Schedule frequent rest periods 
Rest in the shade 
Wear hats and lightly colored clothing 
Acclimate to hot environments by gradually increase exposure 
Report heat symptoms early 
Know what to do in an emergency 

OSHAôs quick card on Protecting Workers from Heat Stress has the following tips on recog-
nizing heat exhaustion and heat stroke. 

Symptoms of Heat Exhaustion include:  

Headache, dizziness, or fainting 
Weakness and wet skin 
Irritability or confusion 
Thirst, nausea, or vomiting 
 

Symptoms of Heat Stroke include:  

Confusion, inability to think clearly, passing out, collapsing, or seizures 
May stop sweating
