Ron, the Chairman of Superior Paving 
was the former President 
of the HCCA in 1997-98, 
and remains active in  
the  association as the 
Chairman of the Board 
of Trustees for the  
Sidney R. Johnston  
Memorial Scholarship

Ron is a long-time  
member of the Superior 
Paving family, having 
started there in 1976.    
In addition to his service 
with HCCA, Ron has 
also served as Chairman 
of the National Asphalt 
Pavement Association, a 
nationwide organization that demanded  
a great deal of his time in 2007. 
 

As such, Ron was honored not only      
for his contributions to the heavy        
construction industry, but also for his  
contributions to the commercial paving 
industry as well.  Speakers from both 
walks of life were on hand to extend their 
best wishes, and some of their best jabs.  
Clearly, the evening turned out to be a 
combination of lifetime achievement and 
a roast! 

The Master of Ceremony was Jim 
Mitchell, President of Superior Paving. 
 

The program began with Delegate Tom 
Rust presenting Ron with a special 
commendation of his achievements by 
the Virginia General Assembly. 
 

This was followed by 
Jim Mitchell reading 
a letter from Senator 
Mark Warner wishing 
Ron all the best on 
the receipt of this 
unique HCCA honor 
ð an honor given to 
only 17 people over 
the lifetime of the  
association. 
 

Mike Acott of the  
National Asphalt 
Pavers Association 
was the next to 
speak and told  the 
audience about 
some of his experi-

ences dealing with Ron during his    
tenure with that association.  
 

Charlie Luck (Luck Stone) presented a 
special multi-media ñshowò of pictures, 
videos and sounds about Ronôs early 
years of life, as well as his early years 
in the paving business.  Everybody 
seemed to enjoy seeing the really old 
pictures ð while remembering that they 
were that age once too.  
 

Mike Post (Shirley Contracting) was the 
next to speak.  Mike shared some of his 
experiences with Ron from their shared 
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past of working together, as well as commenting on Ronôs 
deep and abiding faith and dedication to his church. 
 

Having dispensed with the serious and formal aspects of 
the evening, Superior Paving co-founder Bob Surface 
spoke to the audience about some of his experiences  
with Ron.  Needless to say the events he spoke to were 
significantly more colorful than those mentioned earlier in 
the evening.  Bob told a series of stories about his times 
with Ron, but he did not finish a single story.  Rather he 
asked the audience to get in touch with Ron directly to 
hear how they turned out. 
 

Ronôs younger son David White (Superior Paving) 
rounded out the evening with his comments and stories 
about family life in the White household.  His comments 
were a mixture of humor, fact and respectful appreciation 
for what he had learned from his father and mother.

Albrite   did not escape 
involvement in a num-
ber of Davidôs stories 
as well. 
 

At the end of the roast 
portion of the evening, 
Jim Mitchell presented 
a $15,000 check to 
Valerie White in the 

name of ñLife with Cancer,ò a charity of particular impor-
tance to her. 
 

The formal program was brought to a close with HCCA 
President Doug Coleman (Total Development Solutions) 
presenting the actual Lifetime Achievement Award to Ron. 
Ron then spoke from his prepared remarks ð as well as 
a number of extemporaneous comments meant to clear 
up some ñmisconceptionsò he felt might have been left in 
the minds of the audience from Bob Surfaceôs and Davidôs 
comments.   Needless to say, for anyone that knows Ron,  
rest assured his earlier presenters got as good as they 
gave that evening! 
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
